Year in Review

Is it just me or do the days
just seem to evaporate?? It
seems like just yesterday we
were all worried about Y2K...
and now eight years have
come and gone.

We at the CHIMA Executive
Office have been very busy
ensuring we promote and
support our membership and
maintain viability of the asso-
ciation. This can only be done
through hard work and count-
less volunteer hours that are
required to ensure we as an
association remain current and
are prepared with changes
within our industry.

Here’'s how we're doing it...

CHIMA collaborates with
many key stakeholders includ-
ing CIHI, COACH, Canada
Health Infoway, ITAC-Health,
ISO, AHIMA, provincial Minis-
tries of Health, to name only a
few. We do this to provide a
voice to the HIM profession
and to specifically highlight not
only the value of our member-
ship to the industry but how
having an HIM professional ‘at
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the table’ benefits health care
in general.

The first Canadian ‘Funda-
mentals of HIM’ textbook
has been completed and is
currently getting the finishing
touches from an external edi-
tor. It is anticipated to be re-
leased in early 2009 and it is
poised to be ‘the Canadian au-
thority on HIM practice’.

CHIMA has partnered with
COACH, ITAC-Health, CIHI
and Canada Health Infoway to
be part of an analysis of
Health Information Manage-
ment and Health Informatics
professionals in the form of a
Sector Study. Once this
study is complete, the capacity
issues that we are presently
facing within the industry will
be formalized and published.
This will be a huge step to-
wards our prior work in justify-
ing that HIMs be included
within a ‘Management’ NOC
through the Human Resources
Skills and Development Can-
ada council (HRSDC).

Representatives from CHIMA
were founding members of the
Canadian Health Informa-
tion Management and
Health Informatics Capac-
ity Task Team, with COACH
and ITAC-Health. This com-
mittee was struck to help deal
with the shortages within our
professionals as well as fore-
cast any future demands on
our professions and how our
organizations might address
those gaps.

Representatives from CHIMA
were founding members of the
National Institute of
Health Informatics. CHIMA
recognizes that as more tech-
nology is introduced into the
health care arena, our mem-
bers need to be kept abreast
of how health informatics will
impact our present roles. Our
participation with NIHI will al-
so be reflected in upcoming
educational opportunities.

CHIMA’s Council on Educa-
tion and Professional Prac-
tice continues to evaluate in-
stitutions across Canada based
on the Learning Outcomes for
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
